Moreover, it is has been inspired by the One who knows everything and cannot lie.  Countless skeptics have unsuccessfully launched their assaults on this book.  It’s unfortunate that so many who trust in Christ for their salvation refuse to trust in His Word from beginning to end.  Please pray that the Church will learn to trust the Savior’s Word in every area and as a result, will apply its teachings to every area of life.
